First year head coach Charlie Wentzky
comes to Spring Valley from A.C. Flora
high school where he served as an assistant
for two seasons. While at Flora the Falcons
captured two region titles, a lower state title,

and placed 12 players on the all-region team.

Wentzky's primary duties at Flora were to
work with the pitching staff. Three of his
pitchers were selected as all-region and one
was the 2004 region player of the year.
During the summer, Coach Wentzky is a
coach with the South Carolina Diamond
Devils AAU Program. In his 4 seasons, he
has coached over 40 players who have gone
on to play colligiately or professionally.
Coach Wentzky earned a B.S. in Special
Education from the College of Charleston in
2001, and is currently working on his
Masters from the United States Sports
Academy. While at the College of
Charleston, Wentzky was a 4 year letterman
for Coach John Pawlowski. Spring Valley
assistant coaches, other high school coaches,
and varsity players will make up the
remaining staff, with heavy influence on
individual attention.

Goals
The number one goal of this camp to
give the players the opportunity to learn
and improve on the many aspects of
baseball fundamentals.
